Dear Parishioners,

The trip to the Shrine of the Most Blessed Sacrament in
Hanceville, Alabama to witness the investiture of Sr.
Anthony Marie was a joyous time. Many parishioners
made the journey south to spend time with the good 
sisters and to enjoy the peaceful serenity of the temple 
and its environs. I love spending time at the Shrine with
the Knights and the sisters and to see so many who find
such joy in our Lord in the unique life of the cloistered
monastery. It really is an oasis in the middle of the Bible
Belt.  The majority of the visitors to the Shrine are
Protestants who come to see what the efforts of the 
sisters have wrought in their midst. One of the fascinating
