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FROM THE SEMINARIAN !S DESK

Hello, my name is Bernard Joseph Sehr, but you can just call me Bernie.  I am
twenty-three years old, and have five brothers and sisters.  I have been a seminarian of
this diocese for six years now, but I still have two years until becoming a priest.  This is
because I started seminary at the undergraduate level, without a previous degree under
my belt.  If I had already received a degree I would have only needed to study philoso-
phy for two years before beginning four years of theology.  But since I did not have a
degree coming in, I studied for a degree in philosophy to save time, because all priests
must have some philosophy classes in order to study theology.  So I finished at a col-
lege seminary, or minor seminary, called St. Gregory the Great Minor Seminary in
Seward, Nebraska with a bachelor%s degree in philosophy and am now in my second
year of theology at the University of St. Mary of the Lake Seminary, in Mundelein, Il.  

Part of the education process of Mundelein Seminary is a term, approximately
13 weeks, during which I work in a parish within my home diocese.  Fr. Deutsch was
asked if Holy Cross would be willing to take a seminarian for this learning period and
obviously he accepted since I am now here.  

Many times people ask me, 'Why have you decided to become a priest?' and
the simple answer has always been, 'Because God called me'.  However the actual
process has been a bit more than God opening the heavens and telling me what to do.
My life has never experienced anything like that, but God has still called me in little
everyday ways.

When I was very young I lived in Chicago.  I don*t remember much about the
city, but I do know it has left a lasting impression.  When I was old enough to enter
school, my family moved to a larger house in New Lenox, Illinois not far from Joliet.  I
attended public school there, and received First Communion at the Church of St.
Bernard in New Lenox.  I remember much about that pastor.  I remember that he was
kind, and full of energy.  I remember that his compassion extended to everyone he met,
and he was always thinking about the people around him.  I began serving at a young
age, because the parish was small and had very few servers, so as early as my First
Communion I was serving Mass.  I remember being up in the sanctuary and feeling a
great attraction to the Eucharist.  I loved our parish priest, and I wanted to be able to do
what he did.  I wanted to have the time to go to people when they did not feel well, and
love everyone around me by constantly giving of my time.  But most of all I wanted to
be able to bring the sacraments to people, I wanted to bring Jesus to people and people
to Jesus.  I thought I had a vocation to the priesthood.  Still, I was young, and there was
time to learn about this calling.  I spoke to many priests, and they always told be to
pray about it.

I asked God every day what he wanted me to do with the rest of my life.  After
finishing 4th grade, my family moved to Roscoe, a little village just north of Rockford.
There I began homeschooling and things really began to change.  My family and I
attended St. Bridget*s parish in Loves Park, and they had a newly ordained priest as a
parochial vicar named Fr. Dan Deutsch.  My older siblings began attending college as
they came of age, and I began attending Jeremiah Days, the vocation camps offered by
the diocese for junior high boys.  As I was still convinced that God wanted me to pur-
sue this vocation, I later went to the First Call camp for high school and college aged
men.  Through the years of my primary and secondary education, I was more and more
convinced that God wanted me to pursue this vocation.  But it was never a parting of
the clouds and God speaking to me, it was much more of a soft voice I could barely
hear in the silence of my heart, when I shut everything else out to pray.  It was in
prayer and time in front of the Blessed Sacrament I felt most called by God.  So, after I
finished high school at home, I entered college seminary and began the eight year
process to become a priest.  I am convinced that God wanted me to follow Him, and in
doing so, I have been led here.  While priesthood is not for every man, it is everyone*s
duty to ask God what He would like us to do with our lives.  

And so, I am very excited to be here and look forward to meeting as many of
you as I can and getting involved in this very active parish.

Fast and Abstinence Rules
In the United States, Ash Wednesdayand
Good Friday are days of fast and absti-
nence.  All other Fridays of Lent are days
of abstinence only.
ABSTINENCE:  All persons who have com-
pleted their fourteenth year are bound by the
law of abstinence.
FAST:  All adults are bound by the law of fast
from the beginning of their nineteenth year
up to the beginning of their sixtieth year.
EXPLANATION :  The law of abstinence means
that a person is bound to abstain beginning
the day after one!s 14th birthday.  The law
of fast means that adults are bound to fast
from the day after their 18th birthday until
the end of the day of their 59th birthday.
APPLICATION :  Thelaw of abstinenceforbids
the eating of meat and food prepared with
meat or meat by-products.  Thelaw of fast
allows only one full meal and two lighter
meals in the course of a day, and prohibits
eating between meals.
EXCEPTIONS: Women who are pregnant and
persons who are sick are not bound by the
law of fast.

St. Joseph's Day Table
Friday, March 14th, 2008

Looking for a special way to celebrate family values?  
What better way than to join in a parish celebration of St. Joseph*s Day, an Italian-American tradition.

What is the St. Joseph's Day Table?The feast of St. Joseph is celebrated on the feast day of St.
Joseph, the carpenter from Nazareth known as 'the just man'.  St. Joseph was the protector of the young
Mary and her Child, Jesus.  He is the guardian of the spiritual home of Christians, the Church, and of the
material home, too.  The tradition began when there was a severe drought in Sicily in the middle ages.
In desperation, people asked St. Joseph, their patron, to intervene.  They promised, if rain came, they
would prepare a big feast in his honor.  The tradition says these prayers were answered with rainy
weather.  In gratitude, huge banquet tables were set up in public and poor people were invited to come
and eat as much as they wanted.

How does Holy Cross celebrate?Immediately following Stations of the Cross, all are 
welcome in Donovan Hall to share fellowship and a banquet of traditional foods.  Items 
provided by parishioners for this feast will include specialty breads, Italian pastries, special 
cookies, cheeses, etc.   Because the feast falls during Lent, no meat is served.

14th.  Then head downstairs to Donovan Hall and join the celebration$$  Don*t forget 
to bring the family.  God bless you and keep you in His tender loving care.
