The
Latin Archdiocese of Trivandrum has about 300,000 Catholics.  90% of them are tradi-
tional fishermen who depend solely on fishing for their livelihood and 10% are farm
workers who are recent converts from low caste Hindus.  •Harvest is plentiful but
Laborers are few!•  Unemployment and poverty are most rampant in this community.
The archdiocese depends on outside assistance to support its clergy, seminarians and 
catechists and to continue its spiritual, educational and economic developmental pro-
grams for this community.  Many coastal villages of the archdiocese are still struggling
to recover from the recent tsunami devastation which destroyed many lives and homes,
as well as fishing equipment. According to Fr. Pilla, •We are making progress!  One of
our challenges is to find safe land away from the sea to rebuild homes for the victims.•
Won•t you be as generous as you can in the second collection?  Your sacrifice for the
Missions is very much appreciated.

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FROM THE DESKOF FR. FASANO
Dear Parishioners,

The weekend I arrived at Holy Cross I introduced myself with a few lines at the end of the homily.  While this 
served as a brief introduction to the parish, I now feel it•s appropriate to share my entire vocation story with all of you.
My vocation story, I admit, is anything but brief.  Nonetheless, I think it is good for you to get to know the background
of your self-titled #baby priest!# 

I can begin by saying that I am a #Cradle Catholic# as the expression is used.   Born January 28, 1980, I was
baptized two months later on March 23 in the Archdiocese of Chicago at Church of the Holy Spirit Catholic Church.  On
May 21, 1988, also in the Archdiocese of Chicago, at St. Hubert Catholic Church, I received my first Holy Communion.
On May 10, 1996, at the end of my sophomore year in high school, I received the Sacrament of Confirmation.  After
graduating from Hoffman Estates High School in 1998 I headed off to Western Illinois University (W.I.U.) to begin a four-year bachelor•s
degree.  In my junior year at W.I.U. I first started to hear the call to the priesthood.

During my first few years in college I drifted away from the active practice of the faith.  Eventually, one Sunday morning my girl-
friend and I decided to attend Mass on campus at St. Francis of Assisi Catholic Newman Center.  As a guitarist, I was intrigued to see the priest
playing the guitar during Mass.  I desired very much to speak to him about his playing. Then one day while heading back home to the Phi
Kappa Theta fraternity house after morning lectures I passed by the Newman Center.  For some reason I felt drawn very strongly to meet the
Chaplain, Rev. Daniel Wilder.  I walked in and, after a nice visit, he invited me to practice with him and the band that evening.  I agreed. 

When I had returned and practiced with the band that evening Fr. Wilder asked, #Do you think you are ready to play for Mass
tonight?#  I had no idea what he was speaking about.  I would come to learn it was the Feast of All Saints, November 1st.  After playing for the
Mass, Fr. Wilder pointed out a display that was set up in the vestibule with images of many different saints.  He pulled off one of the pictures of
the saints, and handed it to me with the words, #Something to remember this night by.#  The image was of St. John Mary Vianney; the patron
saint of parish priests.

Over the next six months I became extremely active at the Newman Center.  In exchange for maintenance and service leading the
band, I was given a room in the upstairs apartment above the chapel at the Newman Center.  By the end of the semester I even went with the
Newman Center on a pilgrimage to Rome.  It was after morning Mass at St. Peter's Basilica that I remember having the very first conversation
with someone about the possibility of becoming a priest.  Returning home after the pilgrimage I started to seriously discern a priestly vocation.
Living at the Newman Center was a privileged opportunity to see what the daily life of a priest looked like.  Though this was encouraging, I
was struggling with the idea of priesthood.  One thing that I felt was that I was so unworthy to be called to be a priest. I couldn't believe my
Lord and Savior, God Almighty, was calling me to such an awesome vocation.  In fact, I even had an ongoing joke with Fr. Wilder that I 
wouldn't be convinced that God wanted me to become a priest unless #I saw a neon sign flashing 'Paul, become a priest!' # After a few months 
I became public with my discernment, and started to tell my friends and girlfriend that the priesthood was a possibility in my life.  After about 
a full year had passed something amazing happened; I received my sign!

Since that first day when I visited the Newman Center I believe that St. John Vianney became active in my discernment. I was work-
ing on painting a mural for the Newman Center one day, and for some reason, I couldn't stop thinking about the priesthood.  In fact, I was up on
a ladder and remember getting down to turn up the radio so I would stop thinking about it.  Still the thoughts wrestled and I kept worrying
about how I would ever tell my family or break a three-year relationship with an amazing girlfriend.  God just kept telling me one word over
and over: #Trust!#

While I was up on the ladder painting, Fr. Wilder walked by and said, #Happy Feast Day, Paul.#  He was referring to the fact that it
was August 4th; the feast day of St. John Vianney.  The next thing I remember is looking up at the mural I was painting and reading the words
as if I had never read them before.  It was a passage from the gospel of Matthew 28:19: #Go and make disciples of all the nations.#   In a singu-
lar moment of grace I realized that I was in fact painting my own sign!  I went in to Fr. Wilder's office to tell him that I was going to enter the
seminary, but could not articulate my sentiments due to tears of joy.  Somehow Fr. Wilder understood everything perfectly.

After that August day in 2001, I applied for affiliation with the Diocese of Rockford and, before being sent to seminary, graduated
from W.I.U. on May 11, 2002.  Over the next two years I completed a degree in pre-theology at St. Gregory the Great minor seminary in
Seward, Nebraska.  After graduation from St. Gregory the Great on May 8, 2004 I was asked to attend major seminary at the Pontifical North
American College in Rome, Italy.  Then, just before moving to Rome, I received the ministry of candidacy on August 15, 2004 at Bishop Lane
retreat center.

It was in the chapel of the Immaculate Conception at the Pontifical North American College that I received the ministries of Lector on
January 16, 2005, and Acolyte on March 20, 2006.   For the past four years while living at the Pontifical North American College I have also
been attending theology classes at the Pontificia Università San Tommaso d'Aquino in Urbe where I received an S.T.B. in theology on June 15,
2007.  On May 12, 2007 I returned to Rockford to be ordained a Transitional Deacon in the Cathedral of St. Peter by the Most. Rev. Thomas G.
Doran; D.D., J.C.D.  By the grace of God, on May 24, 2008 my journey to the priesthood and to the altar of God reached its fulfillment.  I
know, now that I am a priest, that I have reached an end that in itself is only a beginning.

I have been appointed by Bishop Doran to be the second parochial vicar here at Holy Cross.  In addition to my pastoral responsibilities
I will be teaching on a part-time basis at Aurora Central Catholic High School.  Also, I am currently writing a master•s thesis after having grad-
uating summa cum laude from the course work this past May. 

I would like close by thanking Msgr. Deutsch, Fr. Barr, and everyone at the parish for giving me such a warm welcome.  As I told my
friends, I feel that this is an #ideal# assignment to begin my priestly ministry.   With such a friendly, intelligent, and orthodox parish family as
Holy Cross, I know that the good Lord has blessed me tremendously.  Being newly ordained, I am told mistakes will be made, and so for these
future blunders I ask for your mercy.  It is my goal to learn as much as I can at Holy Cross, and to spend myself in giving.  As a celibate priest I
have the gift to be able to sacrifice a family of my own so that I can belong to all families; to belong to no one so I can belong to everyone!
Please let me know how I can serve you throughout these coming years.   With excitement for the future and joy in the present, I remain,
