Dear Parishioners,

As we begin the month of November please pray for the dear
departed. There is a book in the back of church by the baptismal
font that you can use as a place to write their names. It is a good
and fruitful practice to pray for those who have died. If they are in
purgatory, our prayers will speed them home. If they are in heaven,
our prayers deepen our friendship with those who look at the face
of Christ and think of us.

I enjoyed exercising my role as dean of the Aurora Deanery last Sunday as I installed Fr.
George Glover, O.S.B. as the new pastor of Annunciation in Aurora. I celebrated the
10:00AM Mass last Sunday at Annunciation and gave over possession of the parish to Fr.
Glover.

I will be receiving my 2nd and 3rd degree Knights of Columbus elevations this Sunday at
St Rita in Aurora. The Knights are a great Catholic order of men who do wonderful work
for the Church throughout the world. We have a very active group here in Batavia. Please
call Lew Girmscheid at 630-879-2620 if you•re interested in knowing more about them.

Wednesday the priests will be going to Rockford for our Fall Clergy Day. The topic this
week will be on marriage. Church weddings have declined a bit in recent years. If you
know someone who has been married outside the Church, encourage them to see a priest
so they can have their marriage blessed. Remember, Catholics are bound to get married in
the Church so please encourage them to make sure they do their ceremony in church after
going through Catholic marriage preparation. Failing that, the marriage, while legal, is not
sacramental and the couple may not receive communion until the marriage is blessed in the
Church.

In the same vein, those who are divorced and remarried without the benefit of the annul-
ment should talk to the parish office so that they can get their marriage situation regular-
ized and come back to communion. There are many misconceptions that keep people from
doing this. Often fears are misplaced and the path to getting your current civil marriage
blessed in the Church is a lot simpler than people realize. The parish wants to help and
will make the process as easy as possible.

Next week we will honor Mary Ann Sestak at the Deanery•s annual Catholic Woman of
Inspiration dinner with Bishop Doran. Every parish in the deanery bestows the honor on one
of their own in this celebration at the Gaslight in Aurora. Congratulations Mary Ann.
