From the Desk of Fr. Fasano . . .

Dear Parishioners,

By now most of you have seen the television
commercials for the Catholics Come Home
campaign in the Diocese of Rockford.  These
touching messages bring into people's homes
the welcoming call of Jesus.  They proclaim the
truth of the Catholic faith, our identity, and then

call Catholics to come back home.  Here at Holy Cross we have had sev-
eral families call the parish office after seeing a commercial and ask
about coming back to Mass.   This is how our parish follows up on these calls.  

The two deacons that are assigned to Holy Cross, deacons Ray Martin and Larry Motyka, have
been put in charge of this initiative.  Since the beginning of the campaign they have been visiting
these people in their homes.  They have been listening, sharing and being there as an anchor so as
to help them regain hold of the bark of Peter by sharing that there exists a faith-filled community
that is waiting for their return.

Some people are coming back to the Holy Mass after many years away.  In fact, Deacon Larry
recently shared with me a visit he had.  He wrote, "This family had so much knowledge and love
of Jesus.  They had just lost their way in being members of the Church.  They didn't have any par-
ticular issue or event that separated them from the Church, but instead, they just slowly let other
interests and commitments take the place of Mass." 

Please assure anyone you may know at work, in the neighborhood, or even in your family that has
been away from the Catholic Church to give it another look.  We, here at Holy Cross, are ready for
their return, and look forward to hearing their stories.  Below I have listed a few conversation
starters that may help you invite someone back to the Catholic Church.  This week let us remem-
ber the words Jesus said to St. Peter, "Put out into deep water, and let down your nets for a
catch!do not be afraid, from now on you will be fishers of men." -(Lk. 5:4,10)

+ Have you seen any of those commercials about the Catholic Church on TV yet?
+ What would you say was your main reason for not attending Mass anymore?
+ A lot of people think that going to Church is not necessary to have a spiritual relation

ship with God.  Can you help me understand how a person's faith and spirituality are 
richer when they are apart form a community of faith?

+ If you could change one thing about the Catholic Church what would it be, and why?
+ (For a family member).  You know that I love you and I always will, but I really believe

that Christ wants us to practice our Catholic faith and I worry that when we don't we 
might end up separated from one another in eternity.  Can you help me with that worry?
If they say Jesus doesn't care if people go to Church, mention that Jesus gave us the 
Eucharist and wanted us to come together to worship Him.  Ask them how we can go to
heaven without taking part in the Eucharist, and without doing what Jesus has asked us 
to do in memory of Him?

RCIA Candidates and sixteen CIC students who have been preparing since September to be
brought into full communion with the Catholic Church at the Easter Vigil, Saturday, April 3rd.

Dear Parents/Guardians, January 18, 2010

The Charter for the Protection of Children and Young People, adopted by
the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, requires parishes and
schools to provide formation for children in the areas of safety and
integrity of their persons. To assist our families with this important task,
the Diocese of Rockford has developed the "Diocese of Rockford
Formation in Christian Chastity and Safe Environment Program."  The 
philosophy of the Diocese is to involve parents directly in the formation 
of children. In addition to classroom presentation of the key safety issues,
adapted for different grade levels, parents will receive materials to help
guide their own discussions with their children at home.

The benefits of the program are twofold. Firstly, the program places a
strong emphasis on the Church's recognition that you, as parents, are the
primary educators of your children, particularly in the areas of human 
intimacy. Throughout both the Formation in Christian Chastity portion of
the program and the Safe Environment portion, you will be given many
ideas and tools designed to assist you in fulfilling your task as primary
educators of your children in these areas. Under this program the 
teachings presented in Holy Cross Religious Education or Holy Cross 
School will serve as reinforcement of the concepts taught in the home,
sensitive to the primary role to be played by you, the parents. Secondly,
the program in its Chastity Formation portion more concretely answers the
Bishops' call "to provide formation to children in the area(s) of...the 
integrity of their person."  In other words, when we faithfully instill in our
children the Catholic Faith, we help to protect them against abuse and
teach them how to respond should they be victimized.

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ST. CECILIA'S CORNER
On the Alleluia or Gospel Acclamation* GIRM #62
After the reading that immediately precedes 
the Gospel, the Alleluia or another chant 
indicated by the rubrics is sung, as required 
by the liturgical season. An acclamation of this
kind constitutes a rite or act in itself, by which 
the assembly of the faithful welcomes and 
greets the Lord who is about to speak to them 
in the Gospel and professes their faith by means
of the chant. It is sung by all while standing and is led by the choir
or a cantor, being repeated if this is appropriate. The verse, how-
ever, is sung either by the choir or by the cantor.
