My dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In this Year for Priests, we, your priests, have been flattered,
amazed, and humbled at how much you, Christ's faithful, wish to support us.

Many of you have asked, "What can we do for you this year,
Father?"  While I usually ask for prayer and penance, I found a leaflet from
Our Sunday Visitor in our narthex.  It lists four other ways to support your
parish priests.  Please allow me to share them with you.

The first, of course, is prayer and penance.  We need your prayers,
and please, from time to time, do penance, give things up for us.  A classic penance would be
deciding not to use salt and/or sugar during one meal. Nothing gigantic, but every bit helps.

Second, participate and be active.  We have a variety of ministries here at Holy
Cross, find one or two that are right for you!

Third, have realistic expectations.  We have three priests (now two, with Monsignor
Deutsch on sabbatical!), and almost four thousand families.  Please be aware of that.  We try
to answer all requests in a prompt and timely manner, but this is not always possible.

Fourth, be prepared to believe the best.  Rumors happen, but please be skeptical
when you hear them. I have lived with Monsignor Deutsch and Father Fasano since last June,
and I can assure you, all three of us are trying our absolute best to imitate Christ Himself, our
great High Priest.

Fifth, show your appreciation.  This already happens a lot here, so thank you again
for all the support you give your priests!

Be assured of our prayers, and God bless you always.
