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From the Desk of Fr. Fasano . . . What makes a good Confession?

Dear Parishioners,

The grace-filled season of Lent is upon us, and with it, opportunities for spiritual maturation.  This is such an exciting time in the litur-
gical year to really buckle down and take an honest look at our relationship with our good God.  One of the opportunities available is
the celebration of the sacrament of Penance.

Earlier this year I had the privilege of teaching the theology of this amazing sacrament to the RCIA candidates and sponsors.  In a few
weeks I will be sharing with them the "nuts and bolts" of actually celebrating the rite.  In thinking about this, and due to the fact that

many of us will make use of this sacrament during Lent, I thought it might be beneficial to review some basic catecheses on making a good confession.

There are many good pamphlets available regarding how to go to confession, but beyond this, the only authoritative source that explains at length how to
make a good confession is found in the Baltimore Catechism No. 4; Lessons 19-20.  This is where much of the following information is to be found. On
entering the confessional we should kneel, make the Sign of the Cross, and say to the priest: "Bless me, Father, for I have sinned."  The first thing we
should tell the priest is the time of our last confession, and whether we said the prescribed penance and received Holy Communion.  Next, we are not
boundto, but it is well also to confess our venial sins.  "Bound" means that we are obliged in such a way that our confession would be worthless if we
did not confess it, as our mortal sins.  However, as regards venial sins, the catechism explains "well" by saying that we should tell all the sins we can
remember.  Although, if we did not tell a venial sin after having confessed our mortal sins, our confession would not be worthless, and therefore this should
not keep us from receiving Holy Communion because the Holy Communion itself would blot out this and any other venial sins we might have upon our
souls.  As Catholics, we refrain from receiving the Eucharist only if we are aware of having committed a mortal sin, or broken the hour Eucharistic fast.  

So now, what constitutes making a good confession?  According to the Baltimore Catechism we find the following criteria.  A good confession consists
in its having three qualities: that of being humble, sincere, and entire.  

• "Humble" is explained as when we accuse ourselves of our sins, we are to do so with a deep sense of shame and sorrow for having offended 
God.  A humble confession avoids digression, and excessive conversation. 

• "Sincere" means that we tell our sins honestly and truthfully, without either exaggerating or excusing them.  An exaggeration would be to 
confess a sin that has not been committed, just as you would not conceal one that has been committed.  

• "Entire" means that we tell the number and kinds of our sins when the circumstances would change the nature of the sin.  
Number:  The exact number if we know it; as, for example, when we miss Mass we can generally remember the exact number of times.  
But when we tell lies, for instance, we may not remember the number, and in that case we say how often in a day we might have a 
habit of it.  
Kind: The type of sin actually committed; cursing, stealing, or lying, etc.  
Circumstances may change the nature of the sin.  For example, in the case of stealing, one is not obliged to tell whether it was from 
a grocery store, a bakery, or a dry goods store that the goods were stolen because these circumstances do not change the nature of 
the sin.  One simply has to tell the object and amount stolen.  However, if one stole from a church this would give the kind of sin 
the new character of sacrilege, and thereby would need to be mentioned. 

After confessing all of our mortal sins, along with perhaps venial ones, we listen attentively to the counsel the priest may provide.  Due to the high vol-
ume of confessions heard at Holy Cross Parish, this counsel is typically more brief than a confession made on a private retreat or during what's called a
"general confession" whereby the penitent confesses all the sins committed during their entire life.  This is when a confession would include spiritual
direction. 

Next, the priest gives a penance to be completed that will remedy the sins confessed.  Directly after receiving the penance we are to pray our "Act of
Contrition." Finally, the priest pronounces the formula of absolution, restoring us to our baptismal state!  The priest may conclude with the traditional dis-
missal, "Go in peace," whereby a laudatory expression may be stated such as, "Thanks be to God!" 

We at Holy Cross parish are so very blessed with the leadership that values confession and makes it available in an almost unparalleled way.  This Lent,
please take advantage of the opportunity to celebrate this sacrament of God's mercy and forgiveness.

LENTEN REGULATIONS FOR FAST AND ABSTINENCE
In the United States,Ash Wednesdayand Good Friday are days offast and abstinence.All other Fridays of Lentare days ofabstinence only.
ABSTINENCE : All persons who have completed their fourteenth year are bound by the law of abstinence.
FAST: All adults are bound by the law of fast from the beginning of their nineteenth year up to the beginning of their sixtieth year.
EXPLANATION : The law of abstinence means that a person is bound to abstain beginning the day after one!s fourteenth birthday.
The law of fast means that adults are bound to fast from the day after their eighteenth birthday until the end of the day of their fifty-ninth birthday.
APPLICATION : Thelaw of abstinenceforbids the eating of meat and food prepared with meat or meat by-products.
Thelaw of fastallows only one full meal and two lighter meals in the course of a day, and prohibits eating between meals.
EXCEPTIONS : Women who are pregnant and persons who are sick are not bound by the law of fast.
