Dear Parishioners,

Lent is well underway and things seem to be going rather smoothly. I would first like to encourage
everyone to take advantage of the opportunities to really make this a holy season, and then share some-
thing exciting.

Throughout Lent, our regularly scheduled Tuesday evening Healing Service, at which the Chaplet of Divine Mercy is recited,
will now feature the Chaplet being sung as it is on EWTN.  Also, we still have some excellent books available for spiritual
reading in the narthex for a suggested donation.  The Stations of the Cross are prayed three times every Friday during Lent:
12:10PM, 2:40PM and 6:00PM, which is an excellent way to enter into the Passion of our Savior.  Finally, in addition to our
two daily morning Masses, an extra daily Mass is offered weekday evenings at 5:30PM for those who would like to not only
•give up• something for Lent, but also •take up• something for Jesus during Lent. 

Now for the something exciting... Before Msgr. Deutsch left for his sabbatical I asked his permission to organize the con-
struction of something small, yet needed, for the parish, and present all the information to him upon his return.  Following the
construction of the Holy Cross CECC building, the County required us to reconfigure our main entrance to a •right-in, right-
out• structure.  This change forced much of our traffic to enter the parish either from Deerpath Road, or from the east entrance.
You may have noticed that at the east entrance we currently have a rather •garage-sale-looking-left-over-from-construction•
sign attached to a telephone pole that reads, •HOLY CROSS ENTER HERE.•  Parishioners have expressed concern that this
sign is rather inconspicuous for visitors, virtually invisible at night, and especially unhelpful in gauging the turn for those com-
ing to the parish in middle of the night to fulfill their adoration hour with the Blessed Sacrament.  Therefore, we need to con-
struct a sign for the east entrance, and I need your help.

My thinking is that we will construct something similar in style, but not rivaling, our main sign located on the flagpole island
in front of the parish buildings.  This sign, mainly due to its size, masonry work, and topper, cost the parish over $15,000 to
construct; and that was over 15 years ago!  Therefore".any ideas?  If anyone has information on how we can get a good qual-
ity sign made without breaking the bank please contact me directly.  I am very interested in hearing your input.  If you, or
someone you know, would like to donate to such a cause, or know of any potential donors, sponsors, or useful contacts, please
call me.  My personal goal is to see this project go from desire to concrete reality (pun intended) before my transfer from Holy
Cross to my next assignment.  So....are we excited about this or what?  Let me know!

CCI Fact Sheet on HB 6205:HB 6205 represents a RADICAL departure        
from current Illinois law regarding abortion, public funding of abortion,
health care right of conscience, parental notification and "comprehensive"
sex education.

NO STATE OR LOCAL "INTERFERENCE"!Section 15 states that 
notwithstanding any other current law (Healthcare Right of Conscience 
Act and Parental Notification of Abortion Act) neither the state nor any
political subdivision may "interfere" with access to abortion. This section is
designed to set up legal challenges to undermine the Health Care Right of
Conscience and Parental Notification Acts. Section 40 does not offer real
protection to the Parental Notice of Abortion Act.

PUBLIC FUNDING OF ABORTION & EMERGENCY CONTRACEPTION!
SECTION 20 requires the public funding of abortions via state Medicaid
and other state medical assistance programs, perhaps even including state
employee's health insurance plans. In addition to abortion, this section will
require these programs to pay for other "reproductive healthcare" -
including contraception, in vitro fertilization, fertility treatments, etc.

BROAD IMMUNITY PROTECTIONS!Section 25 affords medical 
professionals performing abortion unprecedented liability protections.

REQUIRED "COMPREHENSIVE" SEX EDUCATION!Section 30 mandates
public school districts to offer comprehensive sex education. Local control
would be undermined by this new mandate. In addition, the bill amends the
Comprehensive Health Education Program to delete references to 
abstinence "until marriage." This program applies to public and private
schools, meaning Catholic schools would be prohibited by law from 
teaching Catholic values.

REQUIRED TO BE BROADLY INTERPRETED!Our reading is not too broad:
Section 35 requires the law and subsequent rules to be "liberally construed."

The CCI concludes its fact sheet with this statement: A vote for the
Reproductive Health and Access Act is a vote FOR public funding of
abortion and AGAINST Right of Conscience and Parental Notification!

All other things being equal, Gregorian chant holds
pride of place because it is proper to the Roman
Liturgy. Other types of sacred music, in particular
polyphony, are in no way excluded, provided that they
correspond to the spirit of the liturgical action and that
they foster the participation of all the faithful.
